OPTIONAL TRANSPORTATION

taxes, fees and fuel surcharges of $655 (subject
to change) will be billed separately.

OPTIONAL SCOTLAND WEEKEND

An optional four-day, three-night excursion to
Scotland will be offered for a supplemental fee
of $625.

This includes round-trip train transportation
between London and Edinburgh, three nights'
hostel accommodation (one each in Edinburgh,
Loch Ness and on the Isle of Skye), a three-day
guided bus tour to the highlands and islands of
Scotland, evening meals and the services of an
AIFS staff member throughout the excursion.
